Supplemental Table 2: Individual statistical results for all variables. The univariate p-value for each individual variable with PD versus HC was determined using the Chi-square test or Fisher’s exact test. The Chi-square test was used as the default test but was replaced by the Fisher’s exact for variables in which one cell would have a count of less than 5, making the Chi-square in appropriate. Specifically, the Fisher’s exact test was used for heart failure, celecoxib, lovastatin, fluvastatin, ezetimibe/simvastatin, losartan, ezetimibe, alprazolam, pantoprazole, lansoprazole, famotidine, duloxetine, metal poisoning, encephalitis. We also determined the p-value for each individual variable controlled for sex and age (but not all other environmental variables). Columns 3 and 4 indicate the univariate sex and age controlled p-values after adjusting for multiple comparisons with the Sidak or false discovery rate (FDR) approach, respectively. Columns 5 and 6 indicate the univariate variable effect size, controlled for sex and age (but not all other environmental variables) by odds ratio and 95% confidence interval, respectively.
