Appendix S3: Description of estimation procedures
Estimation of effects and their decomposition proceeded as follows, with a schematic over-view given in Supplementary Figure S4. R code for the analysis is available in Supplementary File 2. First, we assumed a causal ordering of all variables. This is displayed in Supplementary Table S2 and Supplementary Figure S5, but runs from pre-exposure confounders (sex, age, ethnicity, UK country, education), to the exposure itself (family structure), through post-exposure (but pre-lockdown) confounders (longstanding illness, occupational class, poverty, loneliness, smoking, drinking, mental health), confounders measured during the lockdowns (change in family structure, keyworker status, shielding status), the five mediators of interest (active employment, financial strain, childcare/home-schooling, caring, loneliness), and finally to the outcome (mental health).  A key assumption here is the placement of family structure as causally prior to a number of other pre-lockdown characteristics. We therefore additionally present a sensitivity analysis where family structure is placed after these characteristics (i.e. these pre-lockdown characteristics are grouped with the other pre-exposure confounders, see Supplementary Figure S6). We then use the observed data to generate predictive models for all variables that are assumed to occur after the exposure, with each variable predicted by all causally prior variables. These predictive models also accounted for interactions between sex and all other predictors, as well as for interactions between the five mediators and family structure in their effect on mental health. Estimated parameters from these predictive models and their variance-covariance matrix were stored to inform the simulations below.
As family structure had four categories representing the cross-classification of partner status and the presence of children <16 years, we aimed to estimate effects of family structure (and their decompositions) with respect to the following comparisons between an experimental and a reference (control) category:
1. Couple with children (experimental) compared against couple with no children (reference); i.e. the effect of children <16 years within couples.
2. Single with no children (experimental) compared against couple with no children (reference); i.e. the effect of being single among those without children <16 years.
3. Single with children (experimental) compared against couple with children (reference); i.e. the effect of being single among those with children <16 years.
4. Single with children (experimental) compared against single with no children (reference); i.e. the effect of children <16 years among those who are single.
Simulations for each comparison began by re-sampling with replacement from those who had experienced the family structure of interest (probabilities of selection were based on sampling and non-response weights), to create a new sample with the same n and a similar distribution of pre-exposure confounders. This means our estimates are based on the population who actually experienced the family structure of interest, rather than on the general population. That is, we are estimating how that group have been affected by being in that family structure, compared to the counterfactual scenario of that group having been in another reference family structure (i.e. the effect among the treated). For example, since most single parents were young and female, we wanted to estimate effects of single relative to couple parenthood (comparison 3) in a predominantly young, female population.
Following re-sampling from the population of interest, the predictive models described above were used to simulate each post exposure variable in turn, under six distinct experimental manipulation arms (per mediator). These represented:
1. Y0: Family structure set to the reference value (with the mediator taking its natural consequent distribution).
2. Y1: Family structure set to the experimental value (with the mediator taking its natural consequent distribution).
3. Y00: Family structure set to the reference value with the mediator set to 0.
4. Y01: Family structure set to the reference value with the mediator set to 1.
5. Y10: Family structure set to the experimental value with the mediator set to 0.
6. Y11: Family structure set to the experimental value with the mediator set to 1.
Regardless of mediator, the total effect of each family structure is given by comparison of the proportion experiencing psychiatric distress under arm 1 (which we refer to as Y0) and that under arm 2 (referred to as Y1). We express this as a risk ratio (RR; i.e. Y1/Y0). 
We further decompose this total effect with respect to each mediator. If we let Y00 denote the simulated proportion of psychiatric distress in arm 3, and similarly, Y01, Y10, and Y11 the same proportion for arms 4-6 respectively, and we let M0 and M1 denote the proportion with the mediating factor present in arms 1 and 2, we decompose into the following four components representing a combination of mediation and moderation1:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk111142090]A controlled direct effect (CDE): this represents the effect of the family structure, in the absence of the mediator, i.e. the CDE=Y10-Y00.
2. The pure indirect effect (PIE): this represents the effect of the family structure, purely through differential exposure to the mediator of interest, i.e. the effect of the mediator in the absence of the exposure multiplied by the effect of the exposure on the mediator, or PIE=(M1-M0)*(Y01-Y00).
3. The reference interaction (rINT): which represents differential vulnerability to the effects of the mediator within the exposure group, i.e. the interactive effect of the exposure and the mediator multiplied by the reference prevalence of the mediator, or rINT=M0*(Y11-Y10-Y01+Y00).
4. The mediated interaction (mINT): which represents the combination of differential vulnerability and differential exposure to the mediator, i.e. the interactive effect of the exposure and the mediator multiplied by the effect of the exposure on the mediator, or mINT=(M1-M0)*(Y11-Y10-Y01+Y00).
[bookmark: _Hlk111142272]Following VanderWeele1, we express each as a risk ratio, scaled (by Y00/Y0) so that they sum to the total relative risk (i.e. Y1/Y0). For simplicity of presentation, we group the latter three components together into a Portion Eliminated (PE=PIE+rINT+mINT; i.e. the portion of the effect of family structure that would be eliminated in the absence of the mediator) and provide the full four-way decomposition as supplementary material, highlighting any insights from the full decomposition in the text. 
Decompositions were performed separately for each mediator, allowing for mediators to influence each other in the assumed causal ordering described above. While causal interpretation of this decomposition normally requires the cross-world independence assumption, i.e. that there be no confounders of the mediator-outcome relationship that are affected by the exposure (as well as usual assumptions regarding no unmeasured confounding of the exposure, mediator and outcome relationships), we avoid the need for this requirement by integrating information on exposure and mediator effects (from arms 3-6) with information on the effect of the exposure on the mediator (from the separate experiments in arms 1-2). 
Each simulation run permutated all the predictive model parameters using a random draw from their respective variance-covariance matrices. We report mean values from 1000 simulations with confidence intervals defined by the standard deviation of the simulation results. All effects were estimated separately for both the April 2020 and January 2021 analysis samples.
