Participants will be advised to use the KOKU-LITE program for 30 minutes, 3 times per week, for 6 weeks along with the Dementia-falls leaflet (for 6 weeks) and the control group participants will use Dementia falls leaflet for 6 weeks.

Advisors at Dementia Cafes’ have undergone training on how to use the KOKU-LITE program (as part of the KOKU-LITE development) and are available to provide support to the participants (if required). 
Adherence: KOKU-LITE program will be tracked using the app; Notifications will be sent to participants to remind them about their next exercise session; and data will be collected at baseline and 6 weeks post-follow-up through validated measures.
