Participant: Yeah. And also, just general tips and advice, so don't overdo it. Don't get into a boom-and-bust cycle. And when you're doing too much and then you crash and repeat over and over again. Like ways to help yourself rest like meditation or CBT or anything. As far as I'm aware, I might be incorrect in this, but there is no place that you can go where all that information is sort of in one place on the NHS website. But I might be incorrect on that.’
